Good establishment and management
principles must be employed to maximize the
value of pasture forages, and in a broader
sense, the overall value of pastures to the
horse. Establishment principles include proper
fertilization, species and variety selection,

seeding date and rates, seeding method, and
control of weed competition, which are
discussed in detail in this publication.
Management principles include grazing plans
or rotations, paddock design and fencing,
parasite control, cultural practices, annual
fertilization based on soil testing, and weed
management.
